Are you born again? 

Jesus in this passage in John 3 introduces the idea.  
There are two ways to live life: 
1. Live as spiritual people with the possibility of 
demonstrating a divine nature. 
2. Live with our human nature manifested as it is in our 
societies: being selfish, greedy, manipulative, abusive, 
hateful. 

If we live a divine spiritual life we can be loving, gentle, 
generous, kind; thoughtful, speak in tongues, being 
able to heal people; being able to foretell events. 

How do you transform from one personality to the 
other?  Jesus implies we can do it every day.  Accom-
plished by God himself becoming part of us through the 
indwelling of the Holy Spirit.  We have to invite Him 
into our lives.   

What does that transformation feel like when it 
becomes an experience of ordinary life?  I have 
experienced nearly all of those aspects of a spiritual life 
at particular times in my life.  At those times I feel 
fulfilled, excited, awed.  Does that make me a super 
spiritual person?  No!  Those who know me know this is 
not true. 

Those times do make me someone who can verify to 
the truth of all of John 3, 1 Corinthians 12 and 13.
